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SELF-GUIDING NATURE TRAIL MAP
Welcome to the Kenneth J. Lehman Nature Trail. Using this brochure, you will 
be able to identify plants, animals, habitats and more, including items that  
illustrated the history of the area. More than three miles of trails are main-
tained for your enjoyment.

POST 1: WHITE FIR is a conifer (cone-bearing tree) native to the  
Rocky Mountains.

POST 2: BOXELDER is a maple relative growing in open areas whose leaves 
are divided into three to five leaflets; SUGAR MAPLE leaves are five-lobed.

POST 3: BUR OAK is easily identified by its “mossy-cupped” acorn; its inner 
bark is known to have medicinal properties.

POST 4: JACK PINE are scattered throughout the middle of the Meadow
